The meeting was called to order at approximately 7:02pm by Board President

B.  MEETING MINUTES 
 The Board reviewed meeting minutes from 1/25/2016. Barbara Read noted a 

typo that needed correction.

approve the meeting minutes of 1/25/2016. Motion Carried (unanimous). 
  

C.  APPROVAL OF AGENDA

E. SUPERINTENDENT UPDATE 
Superintendent Chris Timmis updated the Board on progress in the case 
against former Technology Director Brian Tungl. The pretrial hearing has 
been postponed due to an additional charge of tampering with evidence 
being added. March 7th is the currently scheduled next date for a pre-trial 
hearing.  
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F.  STUDENT REPRESENTATIVES UPDATE  
Rylee Kim noted that second semester is in full swing; High School Solo & 
Ensemble participants received all 1’s and 2’s at the Solo & Ensemble Festival; 
DHS students are forming a new service group – a Red Cross Club.  

   
G.  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
 Cindy Glahn shared several rumors she would like clarification on: 

• She has heard talk of privatizing some or all of Community Ed’s staff and 
would like to know if that is true and if any other departments are being 
targeted for privatization. 

• She has heard of a couple of Dexter alumni who have applied for jobs in 
the district and have not gotten interviews. She believes all Dexter 
graduates should get interviews and if they are not suitable candidates, 
perhaps the district could mentor them in some way.

1. Personnel – Leave of Absence 
The Board considered the following requests for leave of absence: Kelly 
Bauer, from approximately late April 2016 through the end of the current 
school year; Jill Jastren, from approximately late April through the end of the 
current school year; Kaitlin Schmoekel, from approximately early April 
through the end of the current school year. Bonnie Everdeen made the 
motion to approve all three leaves with Ron Darr seconding the motion.

I.  ACTION ITEMS 
1. High School Course Proposals 
A motion was made by Ron Darr and seconded by Barbara Read that the 
School Board approve the attached proposals for three new courses at Dexter 
High School: IB Business Management SL, IB Theater SL, and IB Sport, Exercise, 
and Health Science SL, along with the requested start-up costs for materials. 
Motion Carried (unanimous). 

 
J. DISCUSSION ITEMS 
1. MASB Board of Directors Election Ballot 

The board had the opportunity to review candidate statements and discuss 
their personal experiences with several candidates for the MASB Board of 
Directors Election to be held March 2, 2016. The nomination of the candidate 
who will receive the Board’s vote will be an action item at the February 22, 
2016 meeting.  
 

2. Process and Policies for Board Approval of FMLA Leaves 
 The Board discussed the long-standing practice of presenting teacher requests 

for FMLA for Board Approval. The concern is that this practice posts 
employees’ medical information online when posted with the board packet. 
A review of policies shows that the Board is not required to provide consent 
for FMLA leave. Furthermore, FMLA must be granted if the employee is 
eligible. Superintendent Timmis suggested that FMLA leaves not be brought 
to the board for consent going forward. Because this procedural change does 
not change any existing policy, no official action is required. The Board 
consensus was that this is a sound decision.

L.  BOARD COMMENTS 
1. Julie Schumaker noted that there with be an initial meeting for a county-wide 

discussion of a “Washtenaw Promise” initiative in the spirit of the Kalamazoo 
Promise. The meeting will be February 25, 7:30pm at the WISD.  

2. Michael Wendorf noted that the DHS Ocean Bowl team (Ryan Aridi, Ryan 
McGinnis, Philip Rabideau, and Will Wendorf) won their third consecutive 
regional championship last weekend and will now be heading to nationals at 
the University of North Carolina. This was their first year of competition with 
Mr. Kimmey, though retired former advisor Cheryl Wells did show up to 
provide moral support. The team won a Go-Pro camera for the school from 
Bowl sponsorship.  

3. Barbara Read noted her family’s positive experience with Winter Camp 
students from China and thinks the district and families who participated 
should get the word out to others. She pointed out that 18 district students 
and two faculty members are traveling to China for spring break on a self-
funded cultural exchange program, the only cost to those individuals being 
the airfare and insurance.  

4. Michael Wendorf noted that exchange programs open incredible 
opportunities for students and pointed to graduate Madison Campbell who 
participated in a Department of State National Security Language Initiative 
for Youth exchange program in Russia as an example.
